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RESUMO

Com a ascensao politica do nacional-socialismo na Alemanha a partir
do inicio dos anos trinta, muitos encontraram em Rolandia, entao em vias
de formacao, um refagio para os horrores daqueles anos. O presente trabalho
investiga as relacoes étnico-identitarias construidas por esses refugiados ao
longo de suas vidas e no encontro ou confronto com a morte. Tendo como
referéncia as manifestacoes materiais e imateriais das identidades étnicas,
buscou-se observar nas anélises dos depoimentos e dos registros tumulares
do referido grupo, as mudancas, deslocamentos e adaptacoes sofridas.
Pode-se observar a partir disto, a demarcacdo de fronteiras étnicas que se
estabeleceram e se transformaram no decorrer das relagdes com outros
grupos, fronteiras internas ao préprio grupo dos refugiados e diferentes
formas de uso e manifestacio dessas fronteiras em seu exercicio
individual. Por meio da percepcao das diferencas qualitativas das fontes
investigadas, pode-se ampliar o conhecimento das relacoes estabelecidas
pelos e entre os refugiados da Shoah em Rolandia no Parana a partir da

década de 1930.
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ABSTRACT

With the political rise of National Socialism in Germany from the early
thirties, many found in Rolandia that was in the process of formation a refuge
for the horrors of those years. This study investigates the ethnic-identity
constructed by the refugees over their lives and their encounter or confrontation
with death. Based on tangible and intangible manifestations of ethnic identities,
we sought to observe in the analysis of testimony and records gravestones in the
group, changes, shifts and adjustments incurred. It was observed from this, the
demarcation of ethnic boundaries that were established and transformed in the
course of relationship with other groups, internal borders own group of refugees
and different ways of use and manifestation of these borders in their individual
exercise. Through the perception of qualitative differences in the sources
investigated, we could expand the knowledge of the relations established by and

among the refugees of the Shoah in Rolandia Parana from the 1930s.
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
