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RESUMO
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O presente estudo teve como objetivo central refletir — em tempos da Lei Federal
10.639/03 que estabeleceu a obrigatoriedade do ensino de Histdria e Cultura Afrobrasileira e
Africana em todas as institui¢des de ensino no pais - sobre os sentidos e principios
orientadores presentes em narrativas histéricas de futuros professores do norte paranaense
sobre a Histdria dos afrobrasileiros no contexto do pds-aboligao. Para tanto, foram estabelecidos
didlogos, principalmente, com a atual producao historiografica delineada no campo da Histéria
Social dedicada ao estudo dos egressos da escraviddao em meio a conquista da liberdade, bem
como com as contribui¢bes de Jorn Riisen (2001; 2001b) acerca do conceito de narrativa
consubstanciadas a luz da Teoria da Histéria. A atual produgao historiografica dedicada a
populacdo negra no periodo pés-emancipagao foi enfatizada por dialogar com o objetivo da
legislagdao, ou seja, trazer a tona a historicidade da populagdo afrobrasileira. A narrativa
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histérica, por sua vez, foi entendida como o modo pela qual se manifesta as representacdes da
humanidade no tempo e, além, a forma pela qual os homens interpretam de forma significativa
o tempo a fim de se orientar intencionalmente no mundo. A amostragem envolveu 141
producdes narrativas de graduandos do ultimo periodo das licenciaturas em Histéria da
FAFIMAN, UEL, UEM e UENP. Coletadas a partir de instrumento de investigacdo, essas
produgdes passaram pelo crivo da técnica de analise textual qualitativa e/ou andlise de
contetido desenvolvida por Laurence Bardin (1977). Os resultados da investigacdo apontaram,
em suma, para a implementagao das instrucdes da legislacdao nos espacos de ensino superior
publico do norte paranaense mediante a introdugao de disciplinas especificas que versam sobre
as africanidades. Assinalaram que 91% dos futuros professores aprovam a introducéo do ensino
e aprendizagem das africanidades nos espagos educacionais brasileiros. Também indicaram
que os conteudos histéricos imersos nas narrativas histéricas dos graduandos sobre os
afrobrasileiros no contexto do pés-aboli¢do se aproximam as contribui¢cées de Florestan
Fernandes (1972; 2008), fazendo com que o estudioso seja referenciado como o principal
norteador desses futuros professores. O presente trabalho teve como intuito contribuir para a
reflexdo sobre a implementagao e efetivagao de politicas educacionais de a¢ao afirmativa —
representada pela Lei Federal 10.639/03 e seus desdobramentos — nas institui¢ées de ensino
perante a desconstrugado e construcao de sentidos sobre a Histéria Afrobrasileira.

ABSTRACT
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The following research’s main objective is to reflect — in times of the Law 10.639/03 which
has introduced the obligatory teaching of Afro Brazilian and African History and Culture in all
Brazilian education system — about the senses and orienting principles presents in historic
narratives of teachers-to-be from the north of Parana about History of the Afro Brazilian at the
post-abolitionist context. For such, it has been established dialogues, mainly, with the recent
historiographical outlined in the Social History field dedicated to the study of the remains of
slavery in a freedom conquer set, as well as the contributions of J6rn Riisen (2001; 2001b) upon the
concept of narrative substantiated at the light of Theory of History. The recent historiographical
production dedicated to black population at the post-abolition has been emphasized by
dialoguing with the legislation objective, wich means, bring back the historicity of afro Brazilian
population. The historical narrative was taken as the way it is manifested the representations of
humanity in time, and beyond, the way wich men interpreted in a significantly mode the time, for
intentionally orient himself in the world. The sampling involved 141 narratives productions of
seniors History undergraduates from FAFIMAN, UEL, UEM e UENP. Collected from instruments
of investigation, this productions have passed by an qualitative textual analysis technique and/or
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content analysis developed by Laurence Bardin (1977). The investigation results points for the
implementation of legislation’s instructions at the north Parana’s public colleges altogether with
specific subjects upon Africa’s content. It signed that 91% of future teachers approve the
introduction of teaching and learning African subjects in Brazilian educational spaces. They’ve
had also indicated that the subjects immersed in the historic narrative of the undergraduates
upon afro Brazilians at the post-abolition context comes close to the contributions of Florestan
Fernandes (1972; 2008), turning the sociologist as reference for the teachers-to-be. This study
intended to contribute for the improvement and effective of educational policies of affirmative
actions - represented by the Law 10.639/03 and its developments - in the educational institutions
in front of the deconstruction and construction of senses about Afro Brazilian History. The
current work aims to analyze two discussions regarding musical nationalism produced between
1920 and 1940. These discussions maintained dialogues with the concepts of art and earlier
Brazilian nation, forged largely by Brazilian romanticism of the second half of the nineteenth
century. Amid discussions of musical nationalism in Brazil were, in different contexts, firstly
Mario de Andrade during the 1920s and later on with members of the group Musica Viva around
1940, two specific concepts of national music that, although diverging in many aspects, resembled
in many others and showed the tense dialogue locked between these two groups as well as the
continuities and ruptures present in their talks.
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
